A Good Practice Guide

A Good Practice is an

1. Intervention or program that is believed to be more effective at delivering a particular outcome than any other interventions when applied to a particular condition or circumstance.

2. The most efficient (least amount of effort) and effective (best result) way of accomplishing a task, based on repeatable procedures that have proven reliable over time for large numbers of people.

3. Intervention or programme that contributes to desired results, is sustainable, leads to government and/or community ownership, is cost-effective and has the potential for replication.

Good Practice Criteria

1. Positive results and impact – It will look into the Effectiveness (i.e. Does it work and achieve the best results that are measurable?), Relevance (i.e. Does it add up to MDG outcomes? Does the practice anchor itself with the national directives or policy thrust?) of the program submitted.
2. Promotion of People's Participation and Empowerment – This criterion looks into program’s partnerships (i.e. Is there a sufficient collaboration between relevant stakeholders), human rights-based approaches (i.e. Does it apply human rights principles to programme design, monitoring, and evaluation?), community involvement (i.e. Is the local community participating?), ownership (i.e. Does it have support from relevant national and local authorities?)
3. Innovation – Is it offering a new way of doing things? Is the practice inspired from a different program? Is it developing a new business model? 
4. Transferability and Sustainability– This refers to the possibility of replication (Is it replicable?), and demonstrated level of sustainability (Is it implementable over a long period of time without any massive injection of additional resources?) of the program.
5. Efficiency of Program Services Delivery– This refers to the proven and effective solutions that were simple and implementable within a short time frame with least possible cost (Does it produce results with the least amount of time (time and resources)? 
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
